


MAXISHUTTER™ ROLLER SHUTTER DOORS consist
essentially of a curtain of interlocking slats which form

a continuous hinge along their entire length. This
construction permits the curtain to roll up or down as it
is raised or lowered onto a revolving spring loaded barrel
which is mounted onto

steel support brackets.

A bottom rail, fitted to
the curtain, strengthens
the curtain and allows for
the fitment of handles
and locking devices.

The curtain is also
prevented from moving
sideways by side
channels and the rolling
mechanism is enclosed
in a canopy hood.

Patios and Verandas:

Perforated and Window
shutters are typically
used to secure and
enclose patios or
verandas.

The use of these
Maxishutters allow

for good visibility and
ventilation without
compromising security

Inscape applications:

Passages and Staircases
can be secured using
any Maxishutter, namely
Perforated, Window,
Transparent or Solid
shutters.

During building or
renovation it is possible
to hide both the roller
box and the guide rails
by building them into
the ceiling and the walls
respectively.

Driveway Gates:

Perforated and Window shutters are

used in applications where clients require
visibility. Solid shutters are used in cases
where clients prefer total privacy.

Maxishutters are generally automated
with a special 24V DC operator which has
a battery backup in case of power failure.

General:

Maxishutters can be used in various other
domestic applications eg. Windows,
Sliding Doors and Garage doors.

Maxishutters can be manually operated
or automated. They can also be remote-
controlled.
